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 Is faith in God a crutch? Sigmund Freud (1856-1939) 
thought the concept of God was illusionary. In one of 
his religious works, The Future of an Illusion, he 
wrote, ñThey [believers] give the name of óGodô to 
some vague abstraction which they have created for 
themselves.ò 
 
As to the motivation for creating such illusions, Freud 
believed two basic things: (1) people of faith create a 
god because they have strong wishes and hopes with-
in them that act as comfort against the harshness of 
life; (2) The idea of God comes from the need for an 
idyllic father figure that eclipses either a non -existent 
or imperfect real father in the life of a religiously -
minded person. Speaking of the supposed wish-
fulfillment factor in religion, Freud wrote, ñThey 
[religious beliefs] are illusions, fulfillments of the old-
est, strongest, and most urgent wishes of mankind. 
We call belief an illusion when a wish-fulfillment is a 
prominent factor in its motivation and in doing so we 
disregard its relation to reality, just as the illusion it-
self sets no store by verification.ò 
 
For Freud, God was nothing more than a psychologi-
cal projection that served to shield an individual from 
a reality he does not want to face and cannot cope 
with on his own. After Freud came other scientists 
and philosophers who asserted the same thing and 
said that religion is just an illusion/delusion of the 
mind. Robert Pirsig, an American writer and philoso-
pher who typifies Freudôs followers, has said, ñWhen 
one person suffers from a delusion, it's called insanity. 
When many people suffer from a delusion, it's called 
religion.ò Therefore our ñfaithò is as Karl Marx stated,  
ñthe opium for the peopleò, a drug to help self-
medicate from the cruel world of pain, suffering and 
death. 
 
As a pastor, Iôve had many conversations with those 
who see religion or faith as part of a coping mecha-
nism to give meaning to a personôs life.  This would 
makes me complicit in creating an illusion that every-
thing will be ok and weôll all get together in the great 
somewhere after we die.   
 
Following the sudden death of Paul Walker, a popular 
actor from the Fast and Furious movie series,  

a song was dedicated by Wiz Khalifa & Charles Puth 
entitled ñWhen I See You Againò including the follow-
ing lyrics. 
 
We've come a long way from where we began 
Oh, I'll tell you all about it when I see you again  
When I see you again. 
 
Instead of dealing with the finality of death, weôll see 
you again when we both finish our road trip to our 
final destination. This seems to be a common expres-
sion of spirituality and religion. So is Christianity any 
different than the rest? If faith constitutes self -
medication to get us through life in order to provide 
meaning and hope, how is it any different from other 
expressions of faith? And therefore, why canôt we all 
just co-exist? 
 
However, what if there is something real to faith? A 
divine being who created us and placed us here.  One 
who wants to communicate with us and our life has 
been given meaning and purpose by our creator?  
How would God do this? 
 
Would he/she/it send us a divine messenger in some 
supernatural manner (angel?) Or perhaps speak 
through a designated person, such as a prophet? 
Maybe God would present a book to follow (a stone 
tablet, or divinely inspired book?) Or perhaps God 
would become part of the creation in order to show 
us his plan for our lives in a way which we would 
most identify as one of us?  Perhaps, an Immanuel- 
God with us?  
 
Jesus proclaimed Himself to be just that, the divine 
Son of God. Placing faith in Him isnôt just self-
medication, a coping mechanism, nor an abstract 
which we created. Based on a historical person, Jesus 
asks us to place our faith in Him and to accept His 
claims.  Faith in Christ isnôt just to help us cope but to 
provide meaning, victory and purpose.  
 
The ability to exercise our faith empowers us to grow  
over each phase of our life which leads to an ultimate 
expression of faith as we face our mortality. There-
fore, as we begin this new year, I want to be like the 
Apostles in Luke 17:4-6 who asked for their faith to 
be increased.

Yet we accept by faith based on the belief that 
God loves and cares for us.  This is what makes 
our faith real.  Faith is genuine when you get to 
experience it as Godôs signature.

Remember the days when we could ñhide away in 

our little corner of the world?ò We were safe and 

comfortable there. As it happens, the world 

around us continues to encroach upon our space, 

and the issue of human trafficking is closer to our 

homes than ever. Early in  2017, Ohio ranked #5 

on the national list of states for human traffick-

ing, despite serious efforts to the contrary. Our 

state is very serious toward this plight affecting 

her citizens. 
 
Taking the lead on this devastating issue is the 

Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI).  

Human trafficking is being characterized as  

human slavery; encompassing forced labor, forms 

of domestic servitude and commercialized sex 

trafficking. This is mainly due to exploitation of 

vulnerable populations in our society such as 

those children and adults with backgrounds of 

sexual and substance abuse, runaways, and more 

recently, those chosen at random in public set-

tings. In the U.S., citizens and foreigners are 

bought, sold, smuggled and perhaps even physi-

cally abused or starved and forced to perform 

their involuntary roles with little or no pay.  
  
Human trafficking is a violation of the U.S. Con-

stitutionôs 13th Amendment. The identified cases 

are tried and prosecuted under the Civil Rights 

and Violent Crimes Against Children programs. 

The resolutions of these cases use a victim  

centered approach for the victims to get help 

with their needs after victimization.  

The State of Ohio has actively worked on this issue by 

enacting legislation such as: the Human Trafficking 

Commission in 2011, House Bill #262: Human Traffick-

ing Act of 2012 regarding penalties for this illegal activ-

ity and more. By teaming up with governmental and 

private advocacy agencies, our state furthers their sup-

port of Ohio citizens. 
 
Our own sense of human compassion empowers us to 

become advocates for this oppressed population. As 

teachers, counselors, clergy, medical professionals and 

others in touch with public, we can educate ourselves 

and others on how to recognize and intervene in this 

devastating circumstance. If you are aware of or feel 

that you are a victim, there are many resources availa-

ble. The FBIôs National Trafficking Resource Center 

hotline at 1 -888-373-7888 is a primary contact for all. 

This hotline is open 24/7 and staffed with trained spe-

cialists. The corresponding website with valuable infor-

mation is at https://traffickingresourcecenter.org/

report-trafficking. There are also many state and  

private offerings available online. 

 

In our continuing quest for social justice and our com-

passion for our brothers and sisters, this is a way in 

which we can truly bless others in need.
